Information about this form
Please take the time to go through these points with anyone you’re interviewing, filming or photographing. It’s vital that they understand what agreeing to the use of their stories and images means. Staff that help to collect the stories have the responsibility to make this happen.
Action for Children would like to use more real stories of children and their families who have benefitted from our services to help promote the charity. This means all story content gathered – e.g. photography, film, words or pictures – for use across all media (radio, TV, press, internet, publications, events, advertising etc), without restrictions. 
Most communications will link the images/stories to the overarching need to keep all our children safe and secure. Sometimes we need to tell an in-depth story about one particular area to help us discuss publically the issues faced (e.g. a young carer) as part of a fundraising appeal or a news story. The following example illustrates how we use imagery to help promote the charity:

We appreciate that this is a big step for children, young people and families in our care. This is why it’s extremely important that they understand the importance to the charity that their contribution will make (your stories will change the world), but also how they might feel seeing their face on a billboard (though advertising is much less likely than media coverage or website use). It’s important that they are confident and relaxed about their story being broadcast. Names are likely to be changed to protect identity, if people want us to or if we think we need to, but otherwise this is the type of exposure they should expect. 
If the individual is open to being a media spokesman or ‘story teller’ for the charity (e.g. speaking to journalists or appearing on the news), please provide the Engagement Team with full contact details.
Please note that the form states that we have the right to use ‘stories’ and images ‘forever’ – much as we wouldn’t normally promote ‘stories’ for more than two years. We need to say ‘forever’ as we keep reference (like reports or campaign graphics) on our website. Once it is in the public domain, we cannot withdraw it or make other people stop using it. This means that although you can ask Action for Children to stop using your story for any future publications, any that were published with your consent may still be seen by other people.
